SHOW ANNOUNCEMENT 20TH ANNUAL 

UTAH STATE 4-H ENGLISH SHOW

September10 & 11, 2011 - Golden Spike Arena, Ogden, Utah
Pegasus Equestrian Facility Requests:

DOGS ONLY ON LEASHES and NO SMOKING inside buildings
Show Schedule: Friday will start with the written test at 8:00 am; classes will begin at 9:00 am with Dressage Tests, Hunter classes and Showmanship.  Saturday classes will begin at 8:00 am with Stadium Jumping followed by Cross Country. 
Guidelines:  Divisions will be Cricket (walk, trot – ground poles), Grasshopper (18"), Pre-Novice (24"), Beginner Novice (30"), and Novice (36").  Participants may compete in one division. The height listed will be maximum; not all jumps will be maximum height.  All youth must participate in the level assigned at previous testing.
Dressage tests: Copies of the dressage tests can be found on the USU 4-H Extension Site: http://utah4hhorse.org/ then click on “Forms” or and to go “General” to download the tests or registration forms for the State English Show.  All tests will be ridden in a small dressage arena. 

Dress:  All youth competing will be required to wear complete hunter attire in all hunter classes.  An approved ASTM/SEI Certified Helmet is required.  The 4-H patch must be worn as specified in the rulebook.  Patches may be available at the show for a fee.  (See rule book for further information)
Participation:  All youth enrolled in the Utah 4-H Horse Project are eligible to participate.  A county may send an unlimited number of entrants.  Those entrants MUST be registered with the county and submit with your entry proof of your registration.  
Rules: Utah State Horsemanship Contest Rules (amended 2008) and those of USEF should the Utah 4-H Contest Rules be insufficient. This includes the list of proper tack and attire for horse and rider in each class. If illegal tack is used, it will result in dismissal from the class. Inappropriate attire will result in the dropping of a ribbon placing.
Written Test: Awards will be given to the winner of the written test in each age group. All youth are expected to take the written test.  Questions for youth in grades 3 - 5 will be from "Horses & Horsemanship"; for grade 6 - 8 primarily from "Horses and Horsemanship" with questions from "Horse Science"; and grade 9 - 12 primarily from "Horse Science" with questions from "Horses and Horsemanship".  All grade levels may be asked questions from Utah State Horsemanship Contest Rules, (http://extension.usu.edu/publica/4hpubs2.htm).

Awards:   Classes 1 - 7 and Combined Training will be placed on the Danish System (Blue, Red, White, Orange) with all participants receiving a certificate ribbon.  Each class will also be placed 1st through 6th using the American system and those placings will each be awarded a ribbon.  

Hunter All-Around Award will be given in each Division using the scores earned in classes 2 thru 5. 


Combined Training Award will be given in each Division using the scores earned in classes 6 thru 8

A flat class all around award will be offered for riders who ride the flat classes ONLY in any level.

Volunteers: Parents and friends are asked to help as needed throughout the show in order to make the Utah State 4-H English Show a success.  Please indicate on this entry where you feel you may be of the most service to the show.  Specifically, if you would like to be in charge of a particular area, please contact Rebecca Lewis (435) 770-1856 so that you may be of assistance to the show.  A representative for each entrant is required to participate in a clean-up and prep session on Thursday September 10th beginning at 3:00 pm until we are done.  During this session we will be preparing the rings and measuring and marking the courses.  Any entrant without a representative present will be assessed a fee of $40.00 in addition to the entry fee.
Fees:  English Show Entry Fee - $50/contestant (Fee for the show, not per class)
Stabling: $20 per night. Get your stall reservations in quickly. Shavings will be provided in each stall. 

Camping: At Golden Spike electrical hookups will be available.  You MAY NOT permanently hook up to any water source but there are facilities available where trailers may be filled with water.  Please consult with a show committee member before pitching a tent or parking a travel trailer. Camp sites are at a cost of $10.00 per night.  There are bathroom facilities on site (showers included)
Pot luck supper and awards: HUNTER ALL AROUND AWARDS will be presented at the Pot Luck Supper. Each family is asked to bring one dish to share.  Also bring your own utensils and drinks.  This has become a tradition and is an excellent opportunity for participants and families to become better acquainted.
