When purchasing a helmet please make sure to check the following

1. All helmets should be ASTM or SEI certified. You can find this certification inside each helmet and it can usually be found on the box. Online sources should state the helmet is appropriately certified. Helmets without chin straps are NOT certified.

2. Fit should be checked. Each producer has a different sizing chart. Please double check fit before purchase (if purchasing online, measure youth’s head several times).
